As you
attend carefully to how your reading relates to the
five major themes in Advanced Placement World History,
disconnected information should begin to fall into place — a big picture
should emerge.
Your grade will be based on following directions. I will not grade
grammayr and usage errors -- but to receive credit, you MUST include
the following in every CRJ:

1I' the author’s name
1I' the page number

1I' a quotation from the reading -- integrated within your own
sentence, properly punctuated, and commented upon as
necessary to show why you cited that particular passage.
No Quote Lumps!

1I' a, specific connection to the SPICE Chart — explain, question,
connect, but talk the talk! Use the words...
